To remove paint from brickwork at front of property. 





Use chemical – Tavec followed by steamcleaning with low pressure and high heat steam cleaning.  








A – Ensure area is clear of any obstacles.


B – Apply Tavec with a roller or brush and leave to dwell for 24 hours according to manufacturers instructions.


C – Return the following day to remove chemical. Use hot water and low pressure so as not to damage the brickwork.


D – Ensure area is clear of debris before leaving.
