We note
that this is a retrospective application but are concerned that the application as it stands
could lead to dispute over what had been consented if planning permission were granted. We
note that on the proposed front elevation neither the front door nor the front window at
ground floor are consistent with either the current existing drawing or the actual front door
and front window now in place: see dwgs no. 4033-100 and 4033-101. The front door as
proposed would be substantially harmful to the house and the larger terrace of which itisa
part. It is disproportionate and inconsistent with the original and surviving pattern of these
houses. The same is true for the front window at ground level. Each as apparently proposed
would be substantially harmful to the character of the house, of the larger terrace, and to the
character and appearance of the conservation area. The drawings are inaccurate in
representing the front boundary wall. The wall to the front is in two parts: a plain wall to the
street, with a section of planter to the rear. The proposed section suggests a replacement of
the wall with a planter. The wall should be retained, as, in fact, it has been. These
inconsistencies should be removed by the production of accurate revised drawings which we
would be happy to review.
