	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

Approval is sought for the removal of an existing donor sign from the lintel above the interconnecting upper-level glass bridge between the Great Court and Room 56 of the British Museum.

The application site is the grade I listed British Museum situated on the north side of Great Russell Street within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area. The original portions of the building date from 1823-47 and were built to the designs of Robert Smirke. Constructed of Portland stone it was originally planned as a big quadrangle with an open central courtyard. The building consists of two principal storeys and adheres to the Greek Revival style in the most part. The application affects the Norman Foster-designed Great Court millennium scheme which created a central glass covered space around the mid-19th century Sidney Smirke-designed Reading Room (planning permission P9600014R2 & listed building consent L9600015R2 granted on 07/01/1998).

The proposed works involve the creation of a shallow rectilinear recess in the existing stone block, with a simple square-edged profile, which is sufficiently deep to remove the inscription.  Although the proposed works affect an area within the grade I listed building of high significance, the affected stone block is contemporary with the Norman Foster-designed Great Court scheme and so of no historic or architectural value in its own right.

As the proposed works are neutral in character and do not involve the removal of historic fabric, they will cause no harm to the special interest of the grade I listed building or to the character and appearance of the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and press notice, but no responses were received. Historic England was consulted and responded on 03 August 2023, authorising the Council to determine the application as it sees fit, with a stamped version from the Secretary of State dated 11 August 2023. The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
