	Reasons for granting planning permission (approval of details):

Approval of details is sought for the design of balustrades and railings as required by conditions 3b) of planning permission 2016/5760/P dated 16/08/2018 for the erection of the new Roundhouse Works building in the western service yard of the Roundhouse site, which is a grade II* listed building situated in the Regent's Canal Conservation Area.  The consented development ranges from two to four storeys in height to accommodate new studios (Class D1) and offices (Class B1) forming the new Roundhouse Campus, together with the addition of a sixth storey to the existing 'container' office building for office accommodation (Class B1) and the installation of rail-side storage containers.

The balustrades to the first-floor balcony of the principal new building will consist of galvanised steel vertical posts and a galvanised top bar with a stainless steel mesh infill.  The balustrades and railings to the new ramped approach on Regent's Park Road will share for design consistencey the same architectural components, also with galvanised steel vertical posts and a top bar infilled by a stainless steel mesh.

The submitted details demonstrate that the specified materials, finishes and profiles are in keeping with the overall design of the consented development and its boundary treatment.  The detailed design causes no harm to the setting of the grade II* listed building or to the character and appearance of the conservation area. 

No public consultation was required for this application, although one objection was received from a member of the public regarding the use of former shipping containers on the site (which have already received planning permission and are not subject of this approval of details application).  The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving and enhancing the setting of the listed building and the character and appearance of the conservation area, under s.66 and s.72 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
