	Reasons for granting listed building consent (retrospective):

The application site is a grade II listed building situated in the Seven Dials (Covent Garden) Conservation Area.  The property forms part of a late 18th century terrace of three-storey properties located on the west side of Monmouth Street, comprising Nos 42-48 (even).  The application building is constructed from brown stock brick with a slated mansard roof, and like its neighbours has a pilastered timber shopfront at ground-floor level.

Listed building consent is sought retrospectively for the installation of a CCTV camera and security alarm box to the shopfront, as advised by the police and in line with security measures made to adjacent business premises.

The CCTV camera is a small spherical device attached to the southern top corner of the shop window frame within a recess, whilst the alarm box is a slim design fitted on the southernmost flat-profiled pilaster below the projecting corbel (and replacing a previous installation).  Both devices have a white finish, which blends with the colour scheme of the painted shopfront.

The works constitute small-scale, unobtrusive and reversible alterations, and as such will cause no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building or to the character and appearance of the conservation area. 

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and press notice, but no responses were received. Seven Dials CAAC was consulted, but chose not to respond. The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
