Description
The proposed scheme will provide planting zones and green roofs to
support and encourage wildlife and improve biodiversity in the
immediate vicinity.

New trees have been added to the landscaping to replace the single
cherry tree removed. These have been selected as multistem trees
to limit the size of the tree and to add formal interest.

Evergreen plants will add interest to the landscaping and planters
all year round, ensuring that defensible planting remains in force
throughout the seasons, providing structure, and serving as a
background to seasonal change amongst the other plants.

All of the plants selected are hardy perennials or self seeding
biennials. They are either native to the UK or common to UK
gardens and therefore are known to do well in the UK. They are
relatively low maintenance, therefore ensuring that the landscaping
within the scheme will continue to enhance the building in the
future. Plants known to cause structural issues with foundations or
brickwork have been avoided.

Flowering plants will be introduced to attract pollinators to the
scheme, increasing biodiversity and helping the bee population
within the city.

All paving to be permeable and laid on permeable sub-base.
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Any grading, mounding and other
changes in ground levels to be
relatively minor and localised to
achieve the levels shown with spot
heights markers on this plan
