	Reasons for granting listed building consent: 

The application site is the Charles Dickens Museum, which comprises a grade I listed mid-terrace townhouse at No 48 Doughty Street and the linked adjacent grade II listed mid-terrace townhouse at No 49 Doughty Street.  The museum is located on the eastern side of Doughty Street within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.

Approval is sought for the installation of premises information boxes to the front lightwells of both No 48 and No 49 Doughty Street on the advice of London Fire Brigade, to allow access to the museum's emergency plan and remove the need to cause damage to the buildings when gaining access should a keyholder not be present in an emergency. The high security grade boxes measure 570mm high x 495mm wide x 93mm deep, and are constructed from steel with an anti-corrosion powder-coated red finish (RAL 3002), fronted by a photo-luminescent emblem for visibility in a dark environment. The boxes will be positioned at low level below the external metal stairs on the northern retaining wall of each front lightwell, so that they will be accessible in an emergency situation.  They will be surface-mounted to the existing masonry in a reversible manner employing stainless steel screws

The proposed installations will support the safeguarding of the museum buildings, their contents and human life in the event of an emergency. The works are minor in nature and will not affect the special interest.of the grade I and grade II listed buildings or the character and appearance of the surrounding conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and a site notice, and no responses were received. Bloomsbury CAAC was consulted and responded on 14 April 2024, stating it did not want to comment on the application.  Historic England was consulted, whereby a response was issued on 14 March 2024 (and authorised by the Secretary of State on 15 March 2024), authorising the Council to determine the application as it sees fit. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.
