	Reasons for granting listed building consent: 

The application site is a grade II listed single-family dwelling, situated in the Hampstead Conservation Area.  The property comprises a terraced house, dating from c1832 with mid twentieth century alterations by Ernst Freud.  It has a stucco frontage of two storeys and four bays wide. The composition includes a centrally-positioned ground-floor entrance made up of a square-headed doorway with pilasters carrying an entablature and with a patterned overlight and panelled door plus tiled threshold approached by a tessellated path. The house was formerly the home of Sir Julian Huxley, biologist and first director general of UNESCO, who was resident from 1943-75 and who is commemorated by a plaque.

Approval is sought for the repair and reinstatement of architectural features to the front entrance doorway, following their removal through apparent accidental damage.  The proposed works of reinstatement adhere to conservation principles and are based on pre-existing photos of the doorway.

The proposed pilaster capital is to be reinstated using plaster, to match the remaining capital on the right-hand side of the entrance door. The capital will be finished to match the existing stucco finish. The proposed pilaster base is to be reinstated using plaster, to match the remaining base on the left-hand side of the entrance door. The base will be finished to match the existing stucco finish. The proposed door entablature is to reinstate the previously removed door entablature. The proposed entablature will be reinstated in lime plaster and stucco on a like-for-like basis. The proposed cornice will be reinstated in painted timber, and dressed at the top with a lead flashing, on a like-for-like basis.

The proposed remedial works are necessary to reinforce the special interest of the grade II listed building and the character and appearance of the surrounding conservation area, and as such will cause no harm to the affect designated heritage assets.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and a site notice, but no responses were received. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.



	2 
	This approval does not authorise the use of the public highway.
