The core is perforated to
allow the excess rainwater to flow into the
underside and away through the roofdrain to the
outlets. The upper textile is optimised for drainage
performance and the lower textile protects the
waterproofing system. Its major application is in
extensive roof garden drainage where the SSRD20
roofdrain provides a lightweight drainage layer and
water reservoir to sustain plant growth.

We are often asked the question “how do I look after the roof and what do I need to do?” Put
simply just like an easy-care garden at home, we say low maintenance but not no maintenance,

therefore a little aftercare will help your roof to flourish for many years to come.
 

There is a common misconception that sedum green roofs will look green and sedum plants are
always green. This is not the case, they consist mainly of low growing, drought tolerant sedum
plants of many varieties that change colour and appearance with the seasons. There are 8 – 10

different varieties within the sedum carpet some very similar in appearance to others. Not all
varieties will survive in certain locations around the country for many reasons, but because of the
vast variety the stronger and better suited plants will take over to ensure consistency across the

roof area.
 

As time passes it’s not uncommon for weed and moss to make an appearance in the sedum but
due to the nature of design, creating a free draining and predominantly dry environment will assist

the sedum to thrive and discourage the unwanted vegetation.
In terms of maintenance requirements going forward, a simply yearly weed, feed and replenish is
all it takes and this should be done at least once a year to ensure the roof stays in good condition.
Obviously the longer this is left then the more work will be required to get the roof back to a more

manageable state.
