	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application seeks approval for the replacement of the existing non original bar within the Euston Tap public house.

The application site is the grade II listed West Lodge situated in the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  It forms one of a pair of lodges which date from 1870 as part of the Euston Station scheme by JB Stansby, the London and North Western Railway company engineer. Stansby sought to create a new entrance on Euston Road that would emphasise the original station entrance and respond to the scale and appearance of neighbouring buildings. Each lodge has a symmetrical elevation and bears the names of destinations served by the railway line, which are inscribed at high level. The exteriors remain largely unchanged and are a distinctive landmark on Euston Road.  The interiors are plain and contain little of historic interest, as they are ornamented by modern pub fittings.

The proposal is to replace the existing modern U-shaped bar fitting with a new bar of a linear configuration, which will sit comfortably within the lodge interior both dimensionally and proportionally, allowing a more generous space for customers to congregate.  There will be no changes to plumbing, electrical supply, or other services. as the bar taps and fridges will be retained in their current positions. 

Neither the removal of the existing bar or the installation of the proposed bar will impact on historic fabric as both designs are freestanding and reversible.  As such, it is considered the proposed works will cause no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building.

It was not necessary to undertake a public consultation for this application, as the works are of an internal nature only, affecting a grade II listed building. Nothwithstanding, a consultation response was received from Bloomsbury CAAC on 30 May 2024, stating it did not have any comments on the application.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
