insufficient information has been provided assessing the potential noise impact from the proposed 7 condenser units.

I therefore recommend that in order for this section to make an informed comment the applicant should be requested to provide further information assessing the noise impact of the external noise sources from the proposed 7 condenser units on sensitive reseptors. The report should include, if appropriate, measures to be taken to mitigate excess noise impact.
The report should be prepared by a person with appropriate acoustic qualifications and should be with full regard to all relevant guidance including Noise Policy Statement for England, National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF), Planning Practice Guidance on Noise, BS 8233 Guidance on sound insulation and noise reduction for buildings, Camden Council’s Local Plan, version June 2017 and BS 4142:2014 “Methods for rating and assessing industrial and commercial sound”.
