11. GAS INSTALLATION & HEATING:- The proposed gas installation shall
be designed and installed by GASSAFE registered person and a relevant
certificate provided to Building Control pre-completion. Extend existing central
heating to new areas to client's instructions. Where new or replacement boilers are
installed must be a condensing boiler and must have a SEDBUK rating of Class A
or B and the condensate outlet must be taken to the foul drainage system.

The extract fans to rooms like utility, WC and bathroom having no external
opening window to be provided with a 15 minute overrun. Fans with a duct more
than 1.50 m in length to be rigid and a centrifugal.

Location of mechanical ventilation devices in rooms:

a) Mechanical extract fans should be placed as high as practicable and
preferably less than 400mm below the ceiling. Refer to Appendix E
Approved Document F for further guidance of installation of fans in
dwellings.

Note for the removal of the existing chimney:

Providing the chimney removal makes the overall ventilation no worse than
existing. A chimney which was sealed internally or externally prior to the new
Regulation coming in would not be providing ventilation to the property anyway,
as such, full or even part removal of such a chimney would in theory be no worse.

13. STAIRS:- New softwood staircase min. go 223mm, max. rise 200mm (max.
pitch 42 degrees) and width unobstructed 810mm. Guarding of internal stairs to
be 900mm high, non-climbable, have no gaps between openings than a 100mm
diameter sphere can pass through; handrail to be between 900mm and 1000mm
above the pitch line or floor.
