	Reasons for granting approval of details (listed building):

The application site is a grade II listed single family dwelling comprising a three-storey mid-terrace townhouse raised on a basement within a terrace of six similar properties designed and built in 1954-6 by Stanley Amis and William and Gillian Howell for themselves and their friends.  The properties today are in separate ownership and have variously been altered, including the front and rear elevations, and to an extent the interiors including at No 88. The whole terrace was statutorily listed on 19 March 2015 and is situated in the South Hill Park Conservation Area.

Approval of details is sought to clear conditions 4(b) & 5 of listed building consent ref 2023/5406/L, granted on 28/06/2024, for various internal and external alterations.

Condition 4(b) requires as applicable, plan, section and elevation drawings of new service runs to the kitchen and bathrooms which depart from existing routes including those within the full-height vertical service riser, at a minimum scale of 1:20 and fully annotated with materials and finishes.  Service layout plans and details of the service riser within the stairwell have been submitted which are sufficient to meet the requirements of this condition.

Condition 5 requires that all panelled doors and non-structural timber flooring to be removed from the second floor should be salvaged for reuse within the application property, within the wider terrace of Nos 80-90 (even) South Hill Park, or otherwise in a location or through a salvage strategy (as applicable) to be submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority.  A Salvage Strategy for Timber Flooring & Doors in the form of a flow-chart exploring all options and covering all eventualities has been submitted which satisfies the requirements of the condition.

The information provided for this approval of details application meets the requirements of the relevant conditions and demonstrates that no harm will be caused to the special interest of the listed building. 

It was not necessary to undertake public consultation for this application as the approval of details relate to internal works only. The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2023.
