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INTRODUCTION

This application is for a single project to ensure The Visionary Brit Museum (Vis Brit)
which is a public art display is_able to continue. The Vis Brit's electric supply is linked to
the BT telephone box next to it. BT wish to disconnect this supply which means that the
Vis Brit will have no electric supply. This application is for a simple pre-defined electricity
cabinet to be installed as per electric regulations outside of the telephone box on the
street as close to the Vis Brit as is recommended without distracting from the original
view of the phone box.

Areas under consideration include the following:
Behind the Vis Brit against the pillar

Beyond the Vis Brit and the BT phone box along the wall of the British Museum if this is physically
possible with UKPN.

OUTSIDE OF THE VISONARY BRIT MUSEUM, WORKS AND REINSTATEMENT

The works will involve temporarily digging up the street in_order to rework the cables
which typically takes 1 day. This is to be confirmed by my electrician and their
workmen. All pavements will be restored to exactly as they were and there will be no
interference in any other supplies or works only the electrics of the Visionary Brit
Museum.

We will then have established new electric cabling and a new pillar box which can be
introduced in any colour preference. The cabinet will be secured to the ground by cement
work as appropriate which will not be visible but undereath the cabinet to ensure it stays in
situ.

DISMANTLING
There is no Dismantling of the BT telephone box required.

The only final appearance will be the new cabinet installed on the pavement as close
to the wall of the British Museum as is allowed.
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Unit Description

Installation of a new single phase electricity supply.
This includes the:

- Technical checks to identify the closest suitable
mains cable to connect the supply to our electrical
network

- Excavation of a hole in a typical footway surface; for
example paving slabs; to expose the mains cable
(The size of the hole will allow our engineers to safely
work on this cable)

- Electrical works within the hole to connect the new
service cable to the mains cable

- Installation of the main fuse in the new position

- Electrical safety testing of UK Power Networks'
equipment

- Reinstatement of the hole and relaying of the
surface material; for example paving slabs

(Please note: You will need to choose an electricity
supplier to install the new meter)

Charge for Yorkstone, which is a non-typical surface
type. This is heavy and time-consuming to work on or
replace where necessary. This includes:

- The additional costs of excavating and removing
this surface type to allow the excavation of a trench.

- Reinstatement of the trench and relaying of the
Yorkstone

This charge is to cover the extra time taken and
materials required to work with Yorkstone and is not
the full cost of the trench.

Footway closure for the duration of works. This
includes the:

- Design of traffic and pedestrian management
requirements including site meeting with Local
Authority

- Set up of footway closure including warning signage
- Additional cones/signage

- Maintenance checks on the closure throughout the
course of the works

- Dismantle and remove the signage and cones

This does not include any Local Authority charges.

Local authority charges for the suspension of parking
or loading bays, bus stops or taxi ranks.
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
