	Reasons for granting listed building consent: 

Listed building consent is sought part retrospectively for various internal alterations including the installation of a replacement kitchen and bathroom fittings, replacement of wall tiles, replacement of floor coverings, and repairs to historic joinery including fitted cupboards and sliding screens.  The application has been submitted following the opening of a listed building consent enforcement case ref EN24/0361 on 03/05/2024 for various internal works including the removal of all kitchen fittings in the absence of listed building consent.

The application site is a grade II* listed dwelling which is in leaseholder ownership: an A1 Flat Type comprising a one-bedroom apartment in Block A of Rowley Way.  The property is situated in the Alexandra Road Estate which was designed by Neave Brown and the Camden Architect's Department in 1968, and built in the years 1972-78.

It is understood that although the property retains some original joinery fittings which contribute to its historic and architectural significance, including sliding partitions and cupboards, the original kitchen and bathroom fittings were replaced many years ago with insensitively-designed cabinetry and sanitaryware.  Their removal and replacement with fittings and fixtures which are more in keeping with the original character of the interior are therefore seen as an improvement on the pre-existing condition of the property and a closer match to the A1 Flat Type designs outlined in the Alexandra Road Estate Shadow Heritage Partnership Agreement (ref 2016/2595/L, adopted on 05/10/2017).  The proposals also include joinery repairs to increase the longevity of historic fittings and the replacement of non-original laminate flooring with a grey Marmoleum sheet floor covering which will better complement the historic character of the property.

As such, the part-retrospective proposals are seen to enhance and complement the interior of property and are therefore considered to cause no harm to the special interest of the listed building.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice, and no responses were received. Historic England was consulted, whereby a response was issued on 19 December 2024 (and stamped by the Secretary of State on 20 December 2024), authorising the Council to determine the application as it thinks fit. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2024.
