Approval of reserved matters pursuant to condition 4 (parapet brickwork) of planning permission ref 2024/0207/P, granted on 30/07/2024, for works to the roof including structural reinforcement, relaying and part replacement of slate covering, and part removal and rebuilding of front, side and rear parapets.

	Reasons for approval of reserved matters:

The application site is a grade II listed end-terrace Georgian townhouse in use as a single family dwelling, located on the north side of Great Russell Street immediately west of the British Museum within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.

Approval of reserved matters is sought to clear condition 4 (parapet brickwork) of planning permission ref 2024/0207/P, granted on 30 July 2024, for works to the mansard roof and associated parapets.

Condition 4 stipulates that before the relevant part of the work is begun, detailed drawings, or samples of materials as appropriate, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority in respect of the brick bond, pointing mix and profile of the reused bricks to rebuild the parapets.

The submitted report outlines that all salvaged bricks in sound condition will be reused and any damaged bricks will be substituted with reclaimed London stock bricks to match the existing. Due to the exposed location of the main roof, the reconstructed parapets will consist of a brick-on-edge detail with a creasing tile as already found on the rear section of roof and to match the parapet party wall to No 90 Great Russell Street. The pointing will have a slightly recessed flush joint, employing a dry-ready natural hydraulic lime and 5mm down tan flint sharp sand strengthened by natural pozzolan binder for a weather resistant mortar with an approximate 2:5 ratio mix. A wall sample of the party parapet wall has been built on site demonstrating these properties.

The information provided for this approval of reserved matters application satisfies the requirements of condition 4 and demonstrates that a durable long-term solution has been found which will cause no harm to the special interest of the listed building, to the setting of the adjacent listed buildings, or to the character and appearance of the conservation area. Furthermore, there will be no neighbour amenity impacts arising from the works.

It was not necessary to undertake public consultation for this application, and no comments were received from third parties. The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, the setting of adjacent listed buildings and the character and appearance of the conservation area, under s.16, s.66 and s.72 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2024.
