	Reasons for granting approval of details (listed building):

The application site is an upper and lower ground-floor maisonette situated within a grade II listed detached house dating from the 1880s, located on the south side of Lyndhurst Gardens within the Fitzjohn's Netherhall Conservation Area.  The property is of three storeys raised on a basement with gables and steeply-pitched roofs, built from red and buff brick in the Queen Anne Style, to the designs of Harry B. Measures for William Willett & Son.

This approval of details application is pursuant to condition 4 of listed building consent ref 2022/1282/L granted on 02/08/2025 for a single-storey rear extension to replace the existing single-storey rear extension; removal of an upper ground floor bay window and the replacement with two windows; the erection of an outbuilding in the lower part of garden; plus various internal alterations

Condition 4 requires detailed drawings, or samples of materials as appropriate, in respect of the following, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority before the relevant part of the work is begun: 

a) Plan, elevations, sections and manufacturing details, including jambs, head and cill, of all new window and door openings.             

b) Plan, elevation and section drawings of all new windows at a scale of 1:10 with typical glazing bar details at 1:1.  

c) Samples and/or manufacturer's details of new facing materials.    

d) Details of construction of rear extension, including roof, walls, junctions with existing building, roof finish, solid wall finishes, glazing details. Plans, sections, elevations at a minimum scale of 1:20 with full annotated details at a scale of 1:1 / 1:2.

This application is retrospective and has been submitted following an officer site visit to the property on 10 February 2025.  The information provided for the application together with the officer inspection of the works on site demonstrate that the condition has been satisfactorily complied with. The works as implemented are consistent with listed building consent ref 2022/1283/L, and cause no harm to the special interest of the listed building, the setting of adjacent listed buildings, or the character and appearance of the conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice.  Fitzjohn's/Netherhall CAAC was consulted, but chose not to respond. The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, the setting of adjacent listed buildings, and the character and appearance of the conservation area, under s.16, s.66 and s.72 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2024.
