These problems have impacted a broad 

range of residents, including families, tenants, and homeowners, and have contributed to an 

ongoing sense of insecurity within the development.

The installation of a gate, with intercom access for visitors and deliveries, is considered by the 

community to be a proportionate and practical measure. It would help create a safer, more 

secure environment while preserving access for genuine visitors, deliveries, and service 

providers.

Access and Management:

We would encourage the applicant and managing agents to ensure that access systems, 

including any resident app or concierge services, are implemented thoughtfully and equitably. In 

particular, it is important that shared ownership residents have full and equal access to all 

necessary features to avoid creating unintended barriers or confusion.

Conclusion:

This proposal responds directly to longstanding concerns raised by the community. We believe it 

will significantly enhance the safety, security, and overall environment of the development. The 

West Hampstead Liberal Democrats support the application.
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
