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9 MULBERRY CLOSE NW3 5UP

9 Mulberry Close is a 2 storey residential unit in a courtyard block accessed off Rosslyn Hill. The house is the last but one unit to the north west side of the courtyard.

The house has a northwest, south east orientation, with entrance, garage and smaller windows to the south east (courtyard).  

To the north west (and rear) the house overlooks a small communal garden that also affords access to the larger residential block off Vane Close.

The rear elevation is made up predominantly of grey painted timber framed windows and at ground floor level, windows and French doors. Like No.10 alongside, the ground floor opens onto a raised steel and glass balcony.

On 21st July 2009 consent was granted to construct the balconies, install new grey colour coated metal clad timber windows to No 10, plus new and altered French doors to No.9.(Ref: 2009/2415P)

The balconies were installed to Nos.9 & 10 and the new windows and doors to No10. 

The windows and doors to No.9 were, however, delayed due to occupancy. 

Due to the continued deterioration of the joinery, consequent deterioration of the double glazed units, and poor draught seals, it is proposed to remove both ground and first floor glazed screens in their entirety.

The proposal is to replace them with new grey colour coated metal clad timber double glazed and draught sealed windows to match those to No10 in terms of materials, colour and profile. The arrangement of opening and fixed windows and sliding doors will be as drawing 14-150-P1, which is in fact similar to the existing arrangement.

We consider that this proposal is, therefore, sympathetic to the building, an improvement upon the existing windows and in keeping with those of No.10.
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
