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162 Agar Grove, London NW1 9TY:
Conversion of a vacant Basement floor of a Georgian Terrace from ancillary Restaurant use to Office. The application also includes the construction of new stairs to provide access to the Basement and new windows. The property was last used as a Restaurant some year ago and has remained empty.

DESIGN & ACCESS STATEMENT (Basement Floor).

The property is a 4 storey plus basement mid-terrace Georgian building situated to the South side of Agar Grove. The building is of render and white painted facade.  The windows are double glazed upvc. 
Design Proposal:

The proposed scheme will undoubtedly be an improvement in bringing an empty property into use as an office. 
Use:

The proposed scheme will require a change of use from Restaurant (Class A3 Use) to Office use. The development will provide a small open plan office space thereby making the building a mixed use development.   The proposed fulfils Development Policy DP12 and DP13. 
Layout:

The development is of reasonable layout in its open plan. The layout provides for a reasonable and practical use of the property. It is accessed from a new set of stairs from the pavement level. 
Scale:

 The Basement has a little under 2.2 metres headroom. 
Appearance:

The property is a Georgian terrace with a white painted rendered facade. Internal partitions will be of plasterboard with paint finish on skim plaster.

Context:

The proposal has no impact contextually. Most of the alterations are internal apart from works relating to access by stairs from the pavement level on Agar Grove to the Basement level of the property.
Access:

The Basement floor is accessed via new proposed stairs into a front light-well. Given the architectural and historic importance of the area, the development would be an improvement to the building and thereby, a positive impact contextually.
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
