	Site Description 

	The building is a two storey former commercial property that lies within Inkerman Conservation Area on the corner of Grafton Road and Wilkin Street. The conservation area statement identifies it as making a positive contribution to the area and states that it was built in 1867 by the Primitive Methodists. It was originally constructed as a hall but has been converted to offices. The building abuts no. 57a Grafton Road and is part of a group of three storey buildings of the same height. The site lies to the east of an elevated section of the London Overground line and north east of Talacre Open Space. To the north east the French School and the Holmes Place Depot, but the immediate vicinity is predominantly residential.

	Assessment

	Introduction

Planning permission was granted on 25/09/2012 (Ref: 2012/1535/P) for:

Change of use from office use (Class B1) to residential use (Class C3) to provide 9 self-contained units (2 x 1-bed, 6 x 2-bed, 1 x 3-bed), including extension at roof level to create an additional second floor with roof terraces at front and side, installation of two new windows on Wilkin Street elevation, and cycle storage at front.   

Assessment

Fenestration
The approved plans show two windows inserted into the Wilkin Street elevation at ground and first floor levels. It is no longer proposed to add these windows. On the courtyard elevation, it is proposed to shift a proposed ground floor window 800mm to the left. At first floor level it is no longer proposed to shift one of the existing windows a similar distance.
Parapet

It is proposed to minimally raise the height of the parapet of the rear elevation by approximately three brick courses, so that it is the same height as the parapet to the Wilkin Street elevation. 
Roof

It is proposed to remove the rooflights and solar panels from the roof.
Internal alterations

Minor changes are sought to the layout of the flats at ground and first floor levels. The flats would be in the same location and have the same number of rooms and similar internal arrangements.
Whilst there is no statutory definition of what constitutes a ‘non-material’ amendment, Section 96A, part 2 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended) states that, "In deciding whether a change is material, a local planning authority must have regard to the effect of the change, together with any previous changes made under this section, on the planning permission as originally granted." In the context of the permitted scheme it is not considered that the amendments, either individually or cumulatively will have any material impact on the overall design idiom, neighbour amenities or conservation area character. 
Recommendation: Approve non-material amendments
