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Site: 35 EARLAM STREET COVENT GARDEN WC2H 9LD
External change of existing front doors to front facade.
The existing front doors to 35 Earlam street are brushed stainless steel clad door set with numerous small porthole windows. The original doors were part of the Detroit Bar which is a very dated style bar from the late 1980’s and are now in a damaged state.

The existing doors are set in the historic 18th century Thomas Neal building once the home of a banana, cucumber and book warehouse that is now an elegant collection of shops and cafes set into the historic structure. The detailing on the building is that of a brick warehouse. 
The proposal is to renovate and uplift the doors to marry in with the historic nature of the building and resemble the original warehouse doors. The doors are to be clad in bead and butt board over the existing fire door structure retaining the fire integrity of the building yet having an appearance more in keeping with the surroundings. The doors are then to be gloss painted.
The doors are held open when the building is in use and therefore have no relevance in terms of access. The site has no disabled access due to the historic site and the fact the bar is down a flight of steps into the basement.
