	Proposal 
A non-material amendment is sought for the relocation of the ATM to the eastern side of the shopfront as oppose to the western as previously approved. Alterations to the frames of the shopfront is also sought. 

Design

S.190 of the Town and Country Planning Act 2008 states “In deciding whether a change is material, a local planning authority must have regard to the effect of the change, together with any previous changes made under this section, on the planning permission as originally granted.”

Whilst there is no statutory definition of ‘non-material’, the LPA must be satisfied that the amendment sought is non-material in order to grant an application.

The proposed amendments would be relatively small in the sense that there would be no increase in width or height to the shopfront and it would be constructed with the same materials. The proposed amendment is not considered to significantly change the character of the building and given the scale of the works it is not considered it would warrant a further application of planning permission and would allowable as a non-material amendment. 

Amenity

Due to the nature of the proposed amendments there would be no impact on the amenity enjoyed by neighbouring residents.
