	Site Description 

	The application site is a Victoria school building dating from 1884 and identified as making a positive contribution to the Mansfield Conservation Area within which it is located. Adjoining the site to the south east is Fleet School and there is an Ambulance Station to the north west. To the rear (south) of the site is a shared MUGA and residential dwellings beyond that. On the opposite (north) side of Agincourt Road to the school’s main entrance is a terrace of three storey houses.

	Assessment

	This application has been submitted for amendments to planning permission granted 07/06/2013 (ref:2012/6637/P) for the erection of part single/part two storey extension to the east wing, single storey extension to the west wing, new landscaping and the installation of new pedestrian and vehicular entrance gates, windows and associated alterations to an existing school (Class D1) for:

- alterations to windows; 
- rooflights have been slightly enlarged to allow sufficient ventilation over the class rooms;
- the rooflight over the proposed staff room has been slightly moved as it clashes with the large air handling unit needed for the ventilation system;
- the number of 'penthouse' roof vents have been reduced and located on the side of the new building away from the road;

- low profile roof access hatches have been added to both the East and West wings of the building;

- design of the proposed entrance has been altered removing the non-original brick pier between the existing vehicular access and the new pedestrian gate has been removed – necessary to the accommodate the required opening widths;
- the roof edge profile to the first floor gable end walls has been altered.
Whilst there is no statutory definition of ‘non-material’, the LPA must be satisfied that the amendment sought is non-material in order to grant an application. 

The proposal amendments listed above are very minor in their nature and practical for the intended use of the building. They are also not considered to detract from the quality of development or the wider conservation area. 
Officers are also satisfied that the proposed alterations would not have a detrimental impact upon the amenity of residents living within the locality or the operations Fleet School.

Recommendation: Approve non-material amendments.
