The Council has considered your application and decided to refuse planning permission for 
the following reason(s): 
 
Reason(s) for Refusal 
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1 The application fails to adequately demonstrate whether the residential flats would 

experience an acceptable level of internal noise contrary to policies CS5 (Managing 
the impact of growth and development), DP26 (Managing the impact of development 
on occupiers and neighbours) and DP28 (Noise & vibration) of Camden's Local 
Development Framework. 
 

2 The proposed development, in the absence of a legal agreement for car-free 
housing, would be likely to contribute unacceptably to parking stress and congestion 
in the surrounding area contrary to policy CS11 (sustainable travel) and CS19 
(Delivering and monitoring the Core Strategy) of the London Borough of Camden 
Local Development Framework Core Strategy and DP18 (Parking standards and 
limiting the availability of car parking) of the London Borough of Camden Local 
Development Framework Development Policies. 

 
In dealing with the application, the Council has sought to work with the applicant in a 
positive and proactive way in accordance with paragraphs 186 and 187 of the National 
Planning Policy Framework.
