The building is 5 storeys over a basement, comprising serviced offices occupying  the basement, ground floor, first, second,  third  and fourth floor.

The building is on 5 Windmill Street, W1T  2JA . 

2.03
The area of the site upon which the property is located is approximately 82 square metres.

2.04
The site is shown outlined in red on the site and location plan forming part of this application.

CURRENT AND PROPOSED USAGE

3.01
The building has serviced offices in the basement, ground, first, second, third and forth floors. The first floor is occupied by an ancillary back garden.
3.02
It is proposed to change the use of the basement and ground floor from B1 to A1 use.

3.03
The existing basement and ground floor has B1 use. The change of use to A1 is to enable the ground floor and basement to become an A1 unit.

The works will include replacement of the existing shop front incorporating a separate entrance to the A1 unit.

AMOUNT OF DEVELOPMENT
4.01
The proposed development does not include any extensions and does not increase or decrease the area of the property.

EXISTING APPEARANCE
5.01
The existing building is a five-storey frontage over basement office building on Windmill Street with the fifth floor set back off the frontage. The façade has brickwork with painted render at shop front level.

The windows are steel painted white.

PROPOSAL

6.01
The change of use of the basement and ground floor from B1 use to A1 use.
6.02
It is proposed to form a new entrance  on the shop front to provide access for the basement and ground floor  and the replacement of the existing entrance on the ground floor with a new one for access to the offices on upper floors.

6.03
The new A1 entrance to be glass to match with the glass shop front and the replaced existing entrance to be painted timber.
6.04
It is also proposed to create signage zones over these entrances.

DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

7.01
The new entrances and signage zones are to be designed to fit in with the proposed shop fronts and entrances.

7.02
The A1 unit signage will be the subject of a separate advertising consent application.

ACCESS STATEMENT

The proposal provides new pedestrian access to the A1 unit at ground floor from the front of the building. It is also proposed to replace the existing entrance on ground floor  with a new one for access to the upper floors.
