The use hereby permitted shall not be open to the public outside the following times 10:00 to 19:00 Mondays to Fridays (excluding Bank Holidays) and 10.00 to 14:00 Saturdays.  It shall not be carried out at any time on Sundays or Bank Holidays.

Reason

Following the London Borough of Camden’s decision to cease delivery of services at Regent’s Park Library from 30 March 2013, West Euston Partnership agreed to deliver some displaced services at its new One Stop Shop at Regent’s Place from 1 August 2013.  These services would include:
· Open access computers with informal support

· Learning and support for inexperienced and excluded adults

· IT courses

· Over11s (Key Stage 3) homework time IT access.

London Borough of Camden Library Services have requested that due to a number of reasons including the need to address demand for IT and after school learning support provision that West Euston Partnership should introduce these services at its current premises located within the land bounded by Hampstead Road and Robert Street, from 1 April 2013.

West Euston Partnership would intend to offer all of the services removed from Regent’s Park Library within available proposed revised opening hours particularly in the run up to schools and GCSE exam periods.
West Euston Partnership would not intend to deliver its other core services during these times.
