introduction

1.1 This Statement has therefore been prepared, proportionate to the scale of development proposed and national planning requirements. The changes in this case are very minor and do not have the potential for any significant impact.

ACCESS
2.1 2 and 3 Triton Square is a modern office building situated to the north of Euston Road. It has excellent public transport accessibility from the buses running along Euston road and from nearby rail services. Overland rail services arrive at Euston Station whilst King’s Cross and St Pancras stations are also within easy walking distance. St Pancras station is also the terminus for international rail journeys. The site is also served by underground services arriving at the above stations and at Great Portland Street and Warren Street opposite.

2.2 The site has been designed to encourage ease of access by pedestrians with broad pedestrian thoroughfares and step free entrances to all buildings, including Santander’s property. The changes to the entrance will improve accessibility by introducing automatic sliding doors.
2.3 The ATMs have been designed to meet modern accessibility standards and are at level which can be used by all.

DESIGN
3.1 The proposal only proposes modest changes to the building which have been deliberately deigned to match and complement the existing building.

3.2 The changes are proposed to face onto Triton Square as this is the main pedestrian thoroughfare within the scheme. 
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
