It is therefore important to discuss, with 
your architect & builder together, where more detail would 
be appropriate.

This symbol indicates that it may be 
beneficial to have more detailed design 
drawings prepared to illustrate elements of 
the proposal in more detail so that your 
building contractor can more fully 
understand the intention of the design.
