Design and Access statement for erection of glazed conservatory at first floor level at

Flat 3. First Floor. 37 Platts Lane. London. NW3 7NN.
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Proposed detail
The proposal is to transfer the existing kitchen away from the main living area to a position at the rear where with the new extension a more user friendly and aesthetically pleasing kitchen / dining area will be created.

The overall size of the conservatory has been minimized to reduce any bulk or massing but is still fit for purpose. The proposed structure will be timber painted white to match existing structures. Access to the remaining flat roof will be via the conservatory, but will be for maintenance only as no guarding is proposed.

The proposed conservatory is not overly prominent, and due to the location and incorporation of obscure glazing to both flank elevations will have little, if any, detrimental effect on the adjacent premises with regard to over-looking or shadowing.

There will be no change to existing access or to the circulation routes. The intended end product will provide an aesthetically and will proportioned solution for the client and the local authority.
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
