At the boa 
of the tree is an open cavity extending deep into the trunk. (Phoftmphs I 
and 2). 

3. T2 Oak — A 11ree-standing mature specimen. Them is some overall thinning of 
foliage throughout the crown. (Photogmph 3). 
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4. T3 Cherry — An attractive mature tree the crown of which is misshapen by the 
close proximity of surrounding vegetation. (Photograph 4). 

5. T4 Apple — This is a mature, muiti-sternmed and much pruned tree.
