RE: 2 Hillfield Road, London, NW6 1QE. Addition of second floor 

I have enclosed an application for developing the house. I have received planning permission to convert the house from two flats into two houses (2007/2689/P, 2007/2996/P not yet implemented). The proposal is to extend the house by adding another level and the alteration to the fenestration to the rear elevation, including the provision of a small terrace on the first floor and two larger terraces on the roof. The application also includes the rear extension and the side extension already approved (the infill has been extending by 30cm however still set back from the cottage). 

The extensions to the rear were approved in the past but were not implemented; hence they are included in this application as illustrated where the dormer is more in context with the approved scheme. The dormer is a continuation of the houses in Hillfield Road and steps back with the junction with the cottage. Although 2A has not created a dormer yet however he had indicated and submitted an application which was withdrawn. 
We have changed the rear roof form, from a triangle to horizontal formation by raising the brick work the overall height is lower then the previous apex. This formation will enable to achieve two terraces to the rear one for each flat. The parapet wall will act as part of the balustrade. To the sides and between the flats we are adding privacy screen from frosted glass. The house to the east we stopped the roof terrace inline with the chimney where a balustrade will be in place. 
The prevailing characteristic of roof form within the street is a sloping gabled roof with a projecting hipped roof over the bay below. It is acknowledged that the building on the site has slightly different characteristics to others in the street, it would seem best to adopt the design characteristics of the street scene as was advised.  
The design of the addition to the front elevation follows the height of the building next to it (2B Hillfield Road), thus contributing to the continuity in the general arrangement of the terraced houses. The extension was designed with the context of the terrace in mind and embodied in such a way that it would not detract from the terrace, but rather add to it.
The slopping roofs will be constructed from natural slate and to the rear we will use the existing slate. The flat roof will be torch on felt (3 layers) all new windows and doors will be from wood. The front elevation will incorporate Velux windows. The raising of the walls will be in matching brick work. 

We have tried to create an elegant design enhancing the house and leaving the integrity of the building intact. If I can provide you with any additional information, please contact me.
