DESIGN AND ACCESS STATEMENT

13A CHURCH ROW

The proposed works

The proposed works are to be carried out to provide essential sleeping accommodation and bathroom facilities for a recently wheelchair bound resident at the above property.

The work involves the demolition of the existing timber framed conservatory, and the erection of a new single storey rear addition and raised patio area.

Design 

The new rear addition is to be of masonry cavity construction and provided with an asphalt covered flat roof with parapet to the perimeter.  All new brickwork is to match existing.

An opaque window is proposed to the flank wall to the dining room to compensate for the loss of light provided via the existing conservatory and internal doors.  

A further opaque window is proposed to the flank wall to the bathroom to provide natural daylight and purge ventilation.   

The new rear elevation and flank wall windows will be powder coated aluminium framed double glazed windows and designed in accordance with the existing windows. 

Access

The bathroom has been designed to suit the requirements of the resident and includes a specialist shower/bath for easy access, and an outward opening door to maximise the useable space of the bathroom.

Timber framed patio doors have been selected to provide access onto the raised patio in order to ensure provision of a minimal threshold.  Aluminium and Upvc patio doors have raised thresholds that are unsuitable for the required use.

The existing patio is to be raised to provide wheelchair access, and a ramp installed for further access to the garden area.

All floor levels have been designed to be level throughout to ensure mobility for the resident.
