PROPOSED REAR BASEMENT EXTENSION AND LIGHT WELL 

DESIGN STATEMENT.

1. The Applicants own and live in the lower ground floor flat of the above property. They have a son and twin daughters and need more accommodation. 

2. The proposal is to excavate to create a basement and light well to provide further bedroom accommodation.

3. The proposal cannot be seen from the Public Highway.

4. The rear elevation is extended down into the basement area to retain the integrity of the existing building form.

5. There will be no impact on the neighbour’s amenities.

6. The existing garden walls will be retained.  

7. Existing maple tree and shrubs will all be retained.

8. Materials: The proposed basement will use similar materials to the existing rear elevation; rendered and painted brickwork and painted timber windows.

9. The basement as a whole will be built to a very high environmental standard using sustainable and recycled materials as far as possible.

ACCESS STATEMENT.

1. The Applicant’s flat is reached by an external flight of steps down from pavement level in the front garden of the property. Other residents of the building use these steps to access the refuse storage area.

2. Because of common ownership and restricted space, it is not considered possible to change the main access to the flat.

3. Notwithstanding the above, the proposed lower ground floor link to the garden, over the light well has been designed with level access from the reception room.
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
