Architect’s Design Report

Site Description

The site comprises of a single storey structure between the side elevations of the properties in Perrin’s Walk and the rear of properties fronting Heath Street. The existing use is a car repair garage, although it has been vacant for same time. The site is within the Hampstead Conservation Area and designated as an area of special character in Camden’s UDP.  

Recent Planning History 

The site was granted Conservation Area Consent and Planning permission for the demolition of the existing garage, and the change of use to residential for the construction of a new two storey house (Camden planning Reference PWX0202973). The previous approved scheme is submitted with this application for comparison.

Daylight and Sunlight Study 

In order to determine the parameters for an alternative design for a building on this site, the new owner commissioned Schatunowski Brooks, rights of light experts, to prepare a study to determine the external envelope for a scheme that would allow compliance with  sunlight, daylight and common law rights of light.

Schatunowski Brooks’ have produced a 3-D computer model of the site to design within, and is submitted with the current application.    

Proposals

The proposals are for a four storey, four bedroom house, including basement. The footprint of the new proposals utilise the foot print of the recently approved scheme, incorporating a private rear garden/court yard area.

The exterior envelope of the proposed building falls within, and complies with Schatunowski Brooks’ natural light study.

The overall design is modern in appearance, and incorporates elements and materials of existing buildings found in Perrin’s Walk.    
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
