The house is a terraced house on first and second floor divided into two flats owned by brother and sister each. It is a brick Victorian building with a forecourt and rear garden. There is a basement volume accessed from the front through a hatch and from the building via stairs.
It is proposed to extend the ground floor flat to provide better accommodation and an additional bedroom and make the basement into one bedroom flat with access through the front of the building. The rear will have a lightwell which provide light and ventilation to the rear rooms of both flats – ground and basement. There will be an open space at the rear accessed through the living space for the ground floor flat and the rear garden will be accessed direct by the first floor flat by an altered stairs at the rear.
