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We write here in order to address the issue of how students make their way to the centre. Generally, most of our students live in the local vicinity and therefore would generally walk to the centre. Usually their parents would drop them off and pick them up after their classes. Some students travel by bus since we are on the main road and the public transport facilities are excellent. It is very rare that the children will be dropped off by their parents by car this is due to a number of reasons. Firstly, since most of our students are from families who are in lower economic category they do not have vehicles. Secondly, we make it a point when taking on a student in insisting that children either walk to the centre or use the public transport because we do not wish to create any issues for our neighbours. This is an issue upon which we are very vigilant. If a parent does drop off a child by car we shall usually speak to the parent and advise them they try and insure that their children should walk to the centre or come by public transport. We advise all parents that it is imperative that no inconvenience is caused to any of the neighbours since that will have an adverse impact on this centre.

The vast majority of parents are very understanding and very supportive of this and we very rarely have any issues. Ultimately, should a parent fail to take on board our advice relation to insuring that their children either come by public transport or walk to the centre, we have the ultimate sanction of expelling their child from the centre.

Please note we take this matter most seriously and are always vigilant. We are also most open to any further suggestions that may further insure that no inconvenience is caused to the local residents.
