
Use and Amount:

I am proposing to convert the first floor of the house into a separate dwelling as

my children have moved out and I live alone.

The layout is conducive to two separate dwellings and having spoken to the

planning department at Camden Council I have been informed that there is a

shortage of accommodation in this area.

The layout would not need to change as there is a separate door and staircase

leading to it, a kitchenette with cooker and a sink as well as a window. There is a

shower room and a separate toilet and one of the bedrooms will be used a living

room. The total area of  flat B is 52m2.

The downstairs accommodation consists of a separate kitchen  with window to

front, shower room, dining room, living room, conservatory and garden. This layout

will also remain and there is a front garden and porch at the front. The total area of

flat A is 81m2.

Layout and Appearance:

This conversion has been thought of rigorously and I believe that the proposal will

not have detrimental impact upon the neighbouring properties and

due to the fact that the appearance and size of existing house remains at the

same height and material as existing, the proposed development will not create

any material loss of amenity or outlook of privacy and light but generate an

additional dwelling in this area.

Internal building access:

The access to Flat B is through a separate door from communal hallway and

access to Flat A is also through a separate door from communal hallway. Both of

these doors will be changed to fire rated doors.

There are no proposed changes to the site access points which is through front

door of a porch.

There is currently residents permit parking on the street outside property and this

is the norm in this area.

Summary:

This report demonstrates that the proposal will not have a visual impact on the

neighbouring properties and or upon the character of the property. Both flats at

81m2 and 52m2 respectively are acceptable in size and conversion allows the

owner to downsize by remaining in familiar surrounding as well as creating an

additional dwelling. The careful use of conversion/ construction method will comply

with the council’s guidance to ensure that the proposal takes into account current

legislation and good practice guidance and complies with all relevant legislation.
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
