DETAILS OF EXISTING PROPERTY
Ownership of building/land - The building erected on this property is owned by the Client, Susan O’Connor.

Existing building and land - The building erected on this property was originally a private single residential dwelling house which has since gained Full Planning approval over the years to be extended and converted into three separate residential flats.

This property lies within South Hampstead Conservation Area.

HERITAGE STATEMENT

This proposed ‘development’ does not detrimentally affect heritage assets.

This proposal reinstates the home, single house and is in line with Camden’s policy seeking to minimise the loss of housing in the borough, DP2/12-3, DP2/12-4) and DPD policies. 

DESCRIPTION OF THE HERITAGE ASSEST AND ITS SETTING

The property is within South Hampstead Conservation Area.

The property was built late 19th century.

The main characteristics of this property is the red brick street frontage with prominent two storey rectangular bays, timber sash windows, red brick relief columns, red brick cornice banding with a pitched tiled roof which is a consistent distinctive architectural feature of the original properties.          A open porch encloses the large single entrance door with lead glass fanlight over.

The surrounding street is of similar red brick dwellings with an assortment of different architectural treatment to the front bays. The property in the main, is a part of the original residential street development, however the adjoining property no. 85 is a recent development of flats.

The street scene is residential with vehicles parked both sides of the street, the building line set back from the pavement and some properties have cross-overs with front hard standing vehicle parking to the former front gardens.

AN ASSESSMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

The property contributes to the historic character of the area because no significant changes have been made to its street frontage. However, the change of use previously granted for three flats means that the accommodation sub-division has changed together with associated rear additions. The frontage of the house has been affected; there are three gas meter boxes with associated pipework and three flat entry door bells. These will be removed when the single residential dwelling is reinstated.

The property is part of a original terrace group of similar style, age, and forms a unit within a lager entity. The adjacent terraced property no. 85 does not, it has an additional mansard storey higher with basement level car parking.

AN EXPLANATION OF THE DESIGN CONCEPT FOR THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

This proposal reinstates the original home, single house/residential dwelling use accommodation.

There is no change to the existing property materials.

THE IMPACT OF THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

The development to reinstate the original home does not impact on any public viewpoint; this is an enhancement reinstating a family home that will be cared for and regular maintained.

The development to reinstate the original home does not involve loss or change to any original features; it is an enhancement.

No new extensions are proposed.

The flat sub-divisions shall be removed.

The only small scale alterations to the appearance of the building and street scene will be removal of the three flat gas meter boxes, associated pipework and three flat entry door bells to the frontage; this is an enhancement.

The reinstatement of the original home actually helps preserve the special appearance and character 
of the property the main reason which it has been included in the South Hampstead Conservation Area group.
