Details and location of complaint
Advertisement display on corner wall of no. 257 - 258 Tottenham Court Road and Bedford Avenue
I write with reference to an advertisement banner that is attached to the corner  elevation of the above building. 

It is the Council’s opinion that the banner does not have the benefit of advertisement consent and the advertisement displayed is in contravention of the Town & Country Planning (Control of Advertisement) Regulations 2007 made under s.220 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990. The Council has clear photographic evidence that the hoarding has recently been erected.  

If after the expiry of 2 days from the date of this letter the banner and their fitments are not removed, the Council intends to exercise its powers under s.10 of the London Local Authorities Act 1995 and a) enter the land, b) remove the hoarding and fitments and dispose of them; and c) recover from you, the reasonable expenses incurred by the Council. I would also draw to your attention that the display of the advertisement is a criminal offence pursuant to s.224 (3) of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

If you believe that the display is lawful or there is any other reason you believe this action should not be taken then you should contact me in writing as a matter of urgency stating what authority you rely on. If you believe the display benefits from express consent please give the date and reference of that consent. If you believe it benefits from deemed consent please state the class and provide evidence of how you satisfy the description, limitations and conditions of that consent. The Council will not normally accept assertions from advertisers in the absence of convincing supporting evidence, such as contemporaneous documents identifying the particular advertisement concerned and the duration and manner of its display. Please note that the burden to prove that an advertisement is lawful rests with you.
