Thank you for giving me the opportunity to respond to these applications. 
I write as a resident of Centre Heights since 2006. 

I object most strongly to these applications on the following four grounds: 

1 As a retired person, I spend most of most of my days in the 
building. I shall therefore be subjected to protracted noise, dirt 
and inconvenience associated with these works; 

2 This building is designed to have four lifts, two of which are for 
the floors on which these works would take place, and two for 
the residents who live on the eve floors above the hooks on 
which the works would take place. The office lifts tie not offer 
access for the materials associated with the kind or change of 
use that is proposed because they iced to an entrance that is on 
Finc.hley Road. The residents' lifts lead to a space behind the 
ho ilrli t that is where builders would wont to unload materials 
for the proposed works. Therefore the two residents iitts wouie 
hear the whe t  of such works. They would bsco,ne citey f r o m  the 

builders' materials and would be impossible to use whilst wearing 
decent nothing. The lifts would also not be available a quickly 
because builders would be using them throughout the day; 

3 In fact, neither of the offices' lifts has worked tor over a year and 
there is only one lift in the residents' cide of the building. 
Therefore this single lift would have to bear the La tint or all the 



works mater ia ls  a n d  m a n p o w e r  a s  well a s  res iden ts '  use.  This 
would be intolerable for residents; 

4 The landlord has  a l ready shown s c a n t  regard  for residents' 
concerns  to the  e x t e n t  t h a t  t h e  Residents  Association is currently 
involved in a c a s e  aga ins t  the  landlord on behalf  of the  majority 
of t h e  t s i d e n t s  a t  t h e  Leasehold Valuation Tribunal b e c a u s e  of 
the  landlord's neglect  and  m i s t r e a t m e n t  of res idents .  I would 
expec t  t h e  landlord to show similar d is respec t  for residents' 
concerns  and  welfare were  t h e s e  plans  approved  by Camden 
Council. 

Please re jec t  t h e s e  four planning applications.
