7. Assessing the context of the Site
10a Leather Lane is located in Holborn in the heart of London. It is part of a modern retail and commercial block. Typically the shopfront has been adapted for commercial purposes and is modern in design with the stone cladding of the rest of the building it reflects it well.

8. Design Principles
Evaluation: The applicant has undertaken their own research to establish the local need for the replacement doors.
Design: Due to the limited nature of the proposed works, it is felt that the proposed redesign of the shopfront will have minimal impact to the existing shopfront and immediate surrounding area. The shopfront will be refurbished by using the same materials (aluminium frames and glazed panels).
Siting: The location shown for the replacement doors has been optimised for the site, taking into account the internal arrangement within the branch. The new doors will be in the same location making the entrance familiar and utilising the existing ramp that is already there making it DDA comppliant.
Landscaping: Not relevant to this application.

9. Philosophy and Approach to creating Accessible Development
The intention is that the proposed doors will be located in a position that is accessible to all the potential customers, without any known restrictions. The doors will be relocated in a location that is accessible to the disabled (precise height subject to ground conditions).

10. Key access issues of the design including the nature and impact of any constraints
These are that the proposed additions, it is to be sited both in an accessible position and at an accessible height, both of which have been addressed.
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
