51 Swains Lane Hampstead N6 6QL – GROUND FLOOR REAR EXTENSION

Introduction.
51 Swains Lane is a semi-detached family house originally built in the 30/40’s in an attractive residential area of Hampstead and within the Conservation Area.
This application is for planning permission to extend the ground floor living space to the rear for additional kitchen and dining space for the growing family.
Use.
The existing use as a single family dwelling remains unchanged.

Amount.
The existing floors areas are as follows:
Ground floor 54.6 m2

First floor 53.0 m2
Second floor 23.3 m2

Total existing 130.9 m2
The proposed floor areas are as follows:
Ground floor rear extension  23.5 m2

Landscaping.
There are no landscaping proposals other than patio terracing proposed to the rear of the new extension.
Scale.
The scale of the extension is sensitive to the proportions of the house and will be formed on painted render to match the existing elevations.
Layout.

The layout of the new extension has been arranged to provide more expansive open plan living space to more appropriately meet the needs of modern living and to provide better access and views to the garden.

Appearance.

The design intent has been to create a simple contemporary single storey extension with green roof that remains subservient to the main house and that provides neat and tidy elevations to the rear garden.

Access.
The existing access from the street and through the main entrance to the house are unchanged however the building is improved by the enlarged open plan living area and better access to the garden.
