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The Site

The site is an existing town centre restaurant situated in a prominent location on Cambridge Circus with other elevations fronting Charing Cross Road and Shaftesbury Avenue. This application relates to the installation of HVAC units, in line with the refurbishment of the restaurant.
Consultation

The proposed plant is recommended for its improved capability and reduced noise, which has been reviewed in a number of similar locations. 
The Proposal
In brief the proposals include the installation of the 11No. condensing units on the roof of the restaurant and a kitchen extract fan.  We have included the schedule of the whole HVAC system, for information.
The work is to be carried out externally on the roof of the building, with associated duct work, as shown on the drawings.

The proposals are detailed on drawings 6961/M/1001 E, as follows:

· Installation of 11No. Freezer/Chiller Condensers;
· Installation of 1No. Kitchen Extract Fan Unit;
· Existing Condensers, Kitchen Extract and Ducting to be removed;
· All ducting to be replaced;

· Adjacent property extract ducts, extract fan and freezer condenser to be repositioned;

· Acoustic barrier across light well opening.

The plant is comparable in size to the existing plant on the roof and will reduce the overall noise levels. Given the scale and location of the equipment, we consider that these fittings will have a negligible impact on the building itself.
The existing plant will be carefully removed, and where necessary made good. 

Overall we have carefully considered the amount and location of the proposed work in relation to the building and the surrounding area. In the light of this, there is no adverse impact.
