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This Heritage statement has been prepared in respect of the proposed alterations to rear openings at ground and 1st floor Level, including a glass balustrade. New sash windows facing the rear and side to dwelling house (class C3)
The scheme has been designed with regard to the policies and proposals of the local plan and current national planning policy guidance.
The property is a late Georgian three storey terraced building, with a loft conversion. The property is split into 2 separate flats, the one in question occupies the ground floor and first floor rear part. Erected in the 1840’s, in terms of look it is similar to those in the block and is set in a row of 14 other terraced houses.
Due to the nature of the property being a grade II listed building, consideration of the historical; and architectural importance must be taken into account. The main part of the listed building is remaining unaffected externally, with only minor alterations to the openings. Nothing is being changed at the front of the building either, to maintain its historical look.

A new timber sash window is to be included at first floor facing the side. The existing window facing the rear in the main dwelling
Doors across the rear of the property on the lower ground floor will create an attractive predominantly glazed rear.

Located to the rear of the site the proposals cannot be seen from the front, but are considered to fit in with the surrounding environment
