Application for planning permission for external gates and fencing within entrance drive and replacement single gate off Akenside Road, new bin store and cycle lockers adjacent main entrance, external lighting alterations and macadam paving of entrance drive and car park area
Planning and Design / Access Statement

I detail below the Planning and Design / Access Statement for the above proposed works.
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15 Akenside Road comprises a four storey block of 14 flats situated on a large plot with access off Akenside Road.
The entrance drive and car parking are is in poor condition and requires re-paving.
External lighting is dilapidated and is proposed to be replaced.

The single entrance gate has reached the end of its economic life and now requires replacement with new.

It is the intention of the owner to improve the security to the site and stop people wandering on to the grounds and sometimes using the car parking area without permission. To this end it is proposed to install fencing and double gates to the entrance drive.
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As part of the proposed repairs and improvements, it is planned to relocate the bin store (which is currently accessed externally within a store to the rear of the block) to within the site adjacent to the main entrance drive. This will allow the bins to be accessed easily from Akenside Road without having to come on to the site.

In addition, it is proposed to install 16 coated green metal paneled cycle lockers adjacent to the entrance drive, as shown on the proposed site plan.
