PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

Provision of a single storey rear addition infill to side extension with Velux roof windows.

DESIGN & ACCESS

THE EXISTING BUILDING
The existing building is a semi-detached house, which has been previously extended to the ground floor of the rear addition and to the side of the rear addition leaving an internal light well.

The property is built of brickwork rendered on all elevations, double glazed windows in white and a slate pitch roof behind a high front parapet.

There is level ground floor access throughout the house and to the rear patio.  From street level to the existing front door there are steps of more than 170mm and to the rear there are steps up to the rear garden area. 

DESIGN

THE PROPOSAL
The proposed single storey side addition infill extension is to provide improved kitchen/dining room facilities with increased floor to ceiling height whilst maintaining a level floor throughout the ground storey of the house.  There are similar extensions of this type present in neighbouring property.  The extension is modest in design and the pitched roof does not cause excessive bulk to the building or create a negative effect on the amenity of the neighbouring property. The extension roof will be constructed of matching slates with lead flashing and have matching white double glazed Velux windows.  The walls will be rendered coloured white to match the existing house with double glazed timber doors and windows.  
The extension will match and mirror the extension previously approved and recently built at the neighbouring property of 14 Churchill Road.
ACCESS

THE PROPOSAL
There are no trees to be removed as a result of this proposal.  

Access arrangements remain existing as a result of this application.  The floor will be level throughout the new extension, there is no provision for a lift to the upper floors.  Access to the first floor is by way of an existing staircase.

The internal arrangements allow for possible use of the house for disability use under Part ‘M’ of the building regulations. These do not however form part of this application.
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
