The Gestalt Centre was founded 35 years ago and is a Charity established for the promotion of any charitable purposes for the benefit of the Community, in particular to provide education and training in gestalt therapy, other psychological therapies and allied professions; and to promote the mental health and wellbeing of the wider society through support, education and practical advice.
The Gestalt Centre has a deeply held commitment to gestalt philosophy and practice bringing a desire to empower people to live life fully, improve communication, manage conflict and develop creativity.

With this approach we have:
A respect and appreciation for individuals, diversity and difference
A belief that we are all connected
A valuing of awareness of self and others with integrity and honesty

Psychotherapy students study for an MA in Psychotherapy, accredited by the London Metropolitan University and on graduating from the training qualify for membership of the United Kingdom for Psychotherapy.   Counselling students study for the BACP accredited Diploma in Counselling.  A number of other diploma and certificate courses are offered in subjects ranging from Supervision to group-work facilitation.   Many of our students are mature people who may not have previously had an opportunity to attend higher education and a number of students do not have English as a first language – the courses are part-time and give the students longer to learn all aspects
Students living in London, Home Counties and sometimes from Europe attend the training courses and gestalt personal development groups.   All training is carried out in our current premises at Clifton Street, EC2.  The accessibility of public transport at Clifton Street and St Pancras Way is important.
Personal therapy is offered by counsellors and psychotherapists on a one to one basis and it is proposed to use the 1st floor of 15-23 St Pancras Way to provide 14 practitioner rooms.
    
The Gestalt Centre had its first premises in Parliament Hill before moving to the Old Street area.  There is now a need for another property to meet our growing needs for more office space and individual therapy rooms.  Each move has resulted in more employment.  
We would envisage partitioning the premises which are fully disabled compliant as follows:
1st Floor:   

14 x one to one practitioner rooms
Upper Ground Floor
4 x training rooms

1 x  Kitchen

3 x toilets, including toilet for the disabled
