DESIGN & ACCESS STATEMENT

EXISTING PROPERTY
The existing property is a 4 storey semi-detached private residence divided into four flats. 
The property is within The South Hill Park Conservation Area of Hampstead. The Edwardian House sits on a quiet residential street which has a variety of styles of properties which have a combination of both on street and some off street parking.  

The house is painted brickwork overlaying a heavily modified bomb damaged structure.
Windows are generally single glazed white painted timber windows with concrete sills.
PROPOSAL
The applicant is proposing to unite ground and first floor flats to provide a family dwelling with access to the rear garden together with the removal and replacement of poor quality single storey extensions at the rear to provide easier and better access to the garden.

 The materials to be incorporated in the extension will match those of the existing house and the size and design will not change the general character of the property 
The roof of the new extension will be part frameless glass and part green flat roof 

The proposed kitchen / dining / family room will house sliding / bi-folding doors across the width of rear extension which will be coated aluminium opening up onto a new paved patio area which will follow onto a grassed area.
The location of the extension is such that it is not visible from the front of the property. .
The accessibility of the house is not affected by the proposals.  The front entrance will remain as it is.  Access to the existing rear garden is retained alongside the proposed extension.  There will be no change to existing parking arrangement to the front of the property.
CONCULSION

The proposed single storey side and rear extension, with its design, size and siting does not unduly affect the amenities of neighbouring residential properties or detract from the character and appearance of the Conservation Area.  We believe that this proposal is well designed and is in keeping and sympathetic to the surrounding area.
