We always object to roof terraces on top of buildings, and we do so here.  It is one of the most extensive and intrusive examples we have seen   The grounds of objections are as follows:

1.   Overlooking and visual intrusion.

The Mount is in a very densely developed part of Hampstead, with many houses and flats , with their gardens, in very close proximity to the site.  Heath Mansions, 5 floors in height, towers above many of them, and the extent of overlooking, from the 2 areas of roof terrace (of 240 and 200 sq.m area) would be very great.  The loss of privacy would be widespread.

The skyline of the building would be compromised.

2.   Noise pollution

Intrusion from these terraces would not only be visual, but also audible.  The existence of such large areas of terrace would inevitably lead to summer parties, which could be very large.  Noise pollution would be considerable, magnified by its height above ground level.
